This Christmas season there is even another unnecessary stress pla
on a few law enforcement families of fallen Utah Highway Patrol troopers,
as two individuals have chosen the Christmas season to file a lawsuit
demanding that the UHP take down the crosses which mark the spots
where UHP troopers died in the line of duty. These simple crosses offen
the plaintiffs. The plaintiffs in this action seem to believe that their narrow,
selfish, and insensitive interpretation of the Establishment Clause of the
First Amendment is much more important than the upset and unhappine
that their actions will bring to the families of the fallen officers and the
men with whom they served. And, they chose the Christmas season fq
their action. They have decided that because they are atheists, they af
being irreparably harmed by having to occasionally see these few cross
located on the road sides where the officers died. Since they believe th
