National Child Identification Program

Nothing is more important or precious tc
us than our children. With rare exceptions,
parents, grandparents, and others would dg
anything to protect the children in their famili¢
from harm. In fact, it would be a safe
assumption that most parents would withou
hesitation place their own lives at great risk|,
if needed, to rescue or protect one of their
children who was at risk of harm. Likewise [JKCE1gYABIIR:1gl6
these responsible adults would do anything to
locate their children if they are missing. Yet, according to the U.S.
Department of Justice Statistics, only 20 percent of parents have a cop
of their childrenQs fingerprints or DNA on file for use in case of emergency
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Is it important to maintain this identifying information? Yes, it is very
important. Sadly, each year in the United States, more than 800,000
children are reported missing. Of that number, approximately 450,000
children run away from home, not all of whom are quickly reunited with
their families; about 350,000 are abducted by family members, generally
custody disputes; and another 4,600 are abducted by non-family membe
Some children do not survive the separation from their families. The
annual total of 800,000 disappearances adds up to one child every 40
seconds of each day.

Other causes of child disappearances are national disasters such a
hurricanes, tornados, floods, and other such catastrophes. Under such
calamitous circumstances it is not unusual for children to become separat
from their families; especially, when the disaster occurs while children
are in school or otherwise separated from their families. Reuniting familie
or, sadly, identifying victims can often be very difficult without identifying
information. For example, during Hurricane Katrina there were many
stories of parents and their children (even very young children) being
separated, often for many days. Some because rescuers found them &
different locations and had taken them to different shelter areas, some
because the rapid development and enormity of events made it impossih
to even try to match up family members, and, in some cases, either parer
or children were killed as a result of the hurricane. Regardless of the
cause, matching up children with their families proved to be very difficult.

Due to their concern about missing children, the American Football
Coaches Association developed the National Child ID Program to providg
a simple means for parents to collect and store identifying information of
their children. They have developed a kit which allows easy collection
of DNA and fingerprints. Who stores the information? Is this simply a
system which provides government the means of tracking people from
cradle to grave? No, government agencies do not collect the informatior
One of the key elements of the system is that it is the parents themselv.
who collect and store the information. Once parents have collected the

Our own legislature has recognized this crisis b
passing SB 118, an aggressive bill disallowing any driver under 18 from transpieI et J=riergrers I
a passengerNexcluding immediate family membersNfor the first six months &
licensure. Utah lawmakers should be commended for having the fortitude necessary
to enact such controversial legislation.

We, as professional peace officers, are concerned for the safety of teenage drivers. Therefore, the Sumi
County SheriffOs Office is announcing our partnership with a national program known as: S.T.O.P.P.E.D. Tt
programNSheriffs Telling Our Parents & Promoting Educated DriversNis about one thing: Decreasing
motor-vehicle fatalities.

On Your Mark

Parents voluntarily register with the Summit County SheriffOs Office, any motor vehicle operated by a drive
under the age of 21.

Get Set

An identification decal is issued and affixed to the windshield of each registered vehicle (in the left corner).
The decal is about the size of an oil-change decal; moreover, the decal is almost impossible to see until afte
the vehicle has been stopped for an observed violation.
Deputies do not stop vehicles unless the driver has
committed an offense.

STOPPED

If for any reason the registered vehicle, when operated
by a driver under 21, is stopped by sheriffOs deputiesN
the deputy will complete a natification card providing
the following information:

Time and location of the stop.

DriverOs name and the number of occupants.

Reason for the stop.

What, if any, traffic citations were issued.

Notifications are mailed directly to parents. In addition
to promoting safety, this program allows participants
the opportunity to enforce parental rules which often
coexist with driving privileges.

Weber County SheriffOs Office Warns Local Citizens
About the Threats of Cyber Predators

In the last ten years, the Internet has become one of the very best resouices for
information, shopping, and in many cases, a sense of community. But alorjgside
the effective uses, the Internet has also become a harmful tool for cyber pre¢latorOs
intent on stealing private information or worse, harming our children. OA prodctive
approach to online safety, especially during the holidays when children are put of

school and online activity rises markedly, is the key to ensuring safety.O, says PN ZPrIe
Brad Slater.

Six out of ten children online have received an e-mail or instant message from a perfect stranger and mo
than half have responded, while 1 in 33 children have been aggressively solicited to meet their cyber frien
in person. Teenagers are particularly at risk, owing_in no small part to the amount of unsupervised time the
spend online and the increased likelihood that theyOll participate in online discussions regarding relationshig
companionship, or sexual activity.

Recently, a 37-year-old man molested a 16 year old girl after they met on MySpace.com. The ma
misrepresented himself when he exchanged messages online with the teen. Then, he showed up at the g
after-school job, followed her to the parking lot, forced her into his car, and attacked her. The assailant kne\
where she worked because she had posted it on her MySpace profile.

OThis is the dark side of teen blogging and social networking,O says Sheriff Slater. OAlong with favori
bands and best friends, kids are blogging phone numbers, class schedules, their parentOs schedules and
personal information that makes them vulnerable to anyone who wants to track them down.O Indeed, loc
law enforcement investigators, including Weber County SheriffOs Office detectives, regularly investigate
Internet crimes against children and numerous arrests have been made.

In addition, the Federal Trade Commission reports that some ten million Americans annually are victims
of another form of cyber crime: identity theft. A common tactic used by cyber predators involves invasive spy
ware B a program hidden inside an otherwise harmless looking file which monitors and tracks informatior
unbeknownst to the user, often resulting in the discovery and stealing of credit card numbers, social securi
information and other personal information. The latest trend in identity theft is what officials call OpharmingC
b a tactic used by criminals to redirect users from legitimate websites to fraudulent sites or proxy servers th
look legitimate, without any overt indication they are doing so. Recently, here in Utah, some people have
become victims of identity theft in which a seemingly legitimate site requests updates of personal accour
information for Osecurity reasons.O Identity theft crimes are occurring more and more often here in Web
County.

The Weber County SheriffOs Office has the following tips to prevent cyber predators from entering you
lives:

1. Children and teenagers should be supervised at all times when entering the Internet. Put your computer
in an open area where you can see what they are doing online.

2. Establish ground rules. Children and teenagers should not give out personal information over the Interne
They should not post pictures, write about family matters, or share information about school.

3. Keep an open line of communication with them and talk to them about the issue of cyber crime. They nee
to understand the dangers, but they also need to trust you enough to tell you what is going on.

4. Report suspicious and inappropriate things you find online whenever you or your children come across
them.

DNA has become the most precise
available identifier. The Child ID kit
includes instructions for a very simple
DNA collection process and an envelopg
in which to store the collected sample.

3. Laminated Wallet Card.

In addition to the information storage for
the fingerprint and DNA information, the
kit provides parents with a laminated
fingerprint and photograph of each child
which can be carried in a parentOs walle
for immediate use in an emergency.

It is our goal to see that each family
with elementary age children be provided
an adequate number of kits with which to
collect and store information on each of
their children. While the kits are
inexpensive, individually, supplying them
to the hundreds of thousands of children
in the state of Utah will require significant
funding.. Because the program is deemefl
by both the Utah SheriffsO Association
(USA) and the National SheriffsO
Association to be of great value in the
retrieval and identification of missing
children, the USA has joined with the
American Football Coaches Association
and UtahOs credit unions to distribute an
fund the cost of the Child ID Kits.

State SheriffsO Association Offers
Preparedness Guidelines as Fear of
Global Pandemic Spreads

With an especially virulent strain of the bird flu spreading
across Asia, Europe and Africa, health officials are taking the
threat of a related human flu pandemic very seriously. With
this in mind, your local sheriffOs association wants you to know
three things:

a4 Pandemics have occurred before and will happen again. It
is a matter of Owhen,O not Oif.O

a The vaccine being stockpiled by the federal government
protects only about half the people who receive it, would_be

in short supply during a pandemic and its effectiveness is Opoor
to moderate,O according to a recent report.

a You can protect yourself by planning and taking concrete
steps now.

OThe key message is to not panic - but to be prepared,O said
Sheriff Bud Cox. OThe bird flu is dangerous because if it
mutates B and that is a good possibility B we could be looking
at a lot of people getting sick around the same time. Some
situations could be critical.E But we know that overall
circumstances can be improved if we prepare and work
together.O

Pandemics occur when a new strain of influenza virus emerges.
Since humans donOt have any resistance, the new strain can
spread quickly.E With another pandemic, itOs possible that a
large number of people could be sickened to the extent that
schools, businesses and health care services may be disrupted
or closed ThatOs why it is vital to prepare now, before problems
occur.E The Utah SheriffsO Association recommends the
following:

Before a pandemic

1. Find out if you can work from home.

2. Plan for the possible loss of income if you are unable to
work.

3. In case schools are closed, plan home learning activities.
4. Get a pneumonia shot to prevent secondary infection if
you are over the age of 65 or have a chronic illness such
as diabetes or asthma.

Make sure that your familyOs immunizations are up-to-
date. The healthier you are, the better your chances in a
pandemic.

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6. Prepare plans for taking care of loved ones who are far away.

7. Find volunteers who want to help people in need, such as elderly neighbors, single parents of small childre
or people without the resources to get medical help.

8. Identify other information resources in your community such as health hotlines.

9. Plan for the possibility that hospitals, banks, stores, restaurants and government offices may be closed.

During a pandemic:

Stock water and food, since you may not be able to get to a store or stores may be out of food.E Stock fooc
that don't require refrigeration and keep for a long time and are easy to prepare and require little or no wate
a

If quarantine is ordered, obey it.

a

Pay attention to local media to learn about vaccine distribution, quarantines and other news.

a

Rigidly adhere to the proven methods health professionals use every day to limit the spread of germs: Was|
hands frequently with soap and water and cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or snee
a

Even if quarantine is not ordered, stay at home if you are sick.

a
Eat a balanced diet and get plenty of rest.

OPreparedness is one of our main weapons B and that means citizens, businesses, hospitals, schools and
agencies all must work together and think about the concrete steps they would take if a pandemic occurs,O s
Sheriff Bud Cox.E OIf we do this in advance we will save lives particularly the lives of those most vulnerabl
