Guaranteed, at the end of that year the
person practicing complaining will have deeply reaffirmed all his negative
ÒstuffÓ rather than having let go, while the one practicing gratitude will be
a very grateful personÉexpressing gratitude can indeed, change our way
of seeing ourselves and the world.

If you concentrate on finding what is good in every situation, you will
discover that your life will suddenly be filled with gratitude, a feeling that
nurtures.

Negotiating the Information
(Misinformation) Age

On January 8, 1815, American and British
forces fought the final significant military action
in the War of 1812; a war during which the
British had seized and burned the White House,
the U.S. Capital Building, and other government
facilities.   In that engagement, a British force
of 5,300 professional soldiers attacked American
positions in what became known as the Battle
of New Orleans.  Major General Andrew
Jackson faced the British with a smaller force
made up of regular army soldiers, free colored residents of New Orleans,
pirates, and citizen militias from Kentucky, Tennessee, and Louisiana.
General Jackson and his troops routed the numerically superior advancing
British troops.  The British casualties were 2,400, while the AmericanÕs
lost only 70 men.   The Battle of New Orleans, a major victory for the
young American nation against has been memorialized in song, books,
movies, and legend.  Yet, few people are aware of the fact that the war
had already ended about two weeks prior to the battle with the signing of
the Treaty of Ghent, on Christmas Eve, 1814.  Nearly 2,500 fighters had
become casualties of war because information moved so slowly.

At that time in the worldÕs history, information traveled very slowly
(i.e., the speed of a sailing vessel, a rider on horse back, or a horse pulled
wagon).  Today, the speed of conveyance of information is not the problem.
 We live in the information age.  Information is received in real time.
Events are often seen via satellite as they happen or immediately thereafter.
 We now have large numbers of news agencies competing to scoop the
competition by trying to get the news on the air first.  News is broadcast
on cable/satellite television channels and on the Internet 24/7.   The lack
of information and its timely transmittal are no longer problems.  Instead,
we are faced with new information-related problems, including but not
limited to:

1. News overload.  There is so much news and information inundating
us on a myriad of topics that it is simply not possible to absorb it all, or
to fully evaluate its importance or veracity.

2. Biased, agenda-driven news.  A free press is a vital element of
democracy and citizen-elected government.  The news media provide a
vital check on government power and action.  However, when the reporting
of the news becomes something other than simply reporting facts and is
transformed into agenda-driven or biased information truth can become
a casualty.  In such an environment, citizens who seek accurate information
can be mislead, despite their reasonable efforts to become informed.

3. Political correctness in reporting.   I would be surprised if anyone
who watches the news on a regular basis is unaware of the influence that
so-called political correctness plays in reporting the news.

I raise these issues, because too often the reporting of many important
matters about on television, in print, on the Internet, and by others who
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NRP/NIMS Implementation

I want to address the importance of National
Response Plan (NRP) and National Incident
Management System (NIMS) implementation. In
addition to the importance of these documents to
our national security, they will also drive the train
for most federal funding for law enforcement for
the foreseeable future.

Utah and local agencies have already received
some funding for buffer zone improvements,
surveillance
equipment, and
hazardous material
management relative to
defending against
domestic and foreign
terrorism. The
Department of
Homeland Security
(DHS) represents one
of the largest
reorganizations of
federal government in
history. DHS formed for the sole purposes of
making us safer and improving our capabilities
when disasters or terrorists strike.  The heart of
DHS efforts focus on bringing together federal,
state, tribal, local officials, and the private sector,
to formulate a comprehensive homeland security
system.  This system integrates capabilities at all
levels to better prevent, prepare for, respond to,
and recover from larger scale emergencies resulting
from attacks or natural disasters.

The underlying products of this effort resulted
in a new National Response Plan and the National
Incident Management System. Of equal importance
to the NRP and NIMS, is the national operational
component that establishes standardized incident
management processes, protocols, and procedures
that all responders will employ. This will help
responderÕs better focus the sum total of their
efforts, when a homeland security incident occurs.
One of the key concepts under NIMS is the incident
command system (ICS). NIMS establishes this
concept as a standardized incident management
organization with five functional areas: command,
operations, planning, logistics, and finance/
administration.

This concept of organization shrinks or expands
based on the incident, and the personnel and

resources needed. When
multiple jurisdictions or
agencies participate, the
principles of area and unified
command are applied. The
NIMS model is the key to
successful handling of
homeland security incidents.
Many sheriffs already
practice the Incident
Command System, and this will make it easier to fully
implement NIMS in the field. From both national and
state preparedness standpoints, NIMS gives us a common

language, and
standardized
procedures, that
all agencies will
employ.
Another
important
feature under
NRP/NIMS
further
integrates
agencies before

and during incidents by incorporating the Joint
Information System (JIS) to help coordinate and
disseminate information to the public. Also, DHS has
established a NIMS Integration Center (NIC), to
continually apply lessons learned and update ideas and
practices with input from all levels of government.

The NIC also develops and facilitates national
standards for NIMS education and training, first
responder communications and equipment, typing of
resources, qualification and credentialing of incident
management and responder personnel, and
standardization of equipment maintenance and resources.
Utah sheriffs are an extensive resource in the
implementation of the National Response Plan and the
National Incident Management System in the state. As
law enforcement leaders in our respective geographical
areas, our support of these important tools will greatly
enhance the stateÕs capability and readiness to face any
disaster or terrorist attack that may face us. As funding
protocols are refined, our collective efforts in
implementing this new structure will enhance our stateÕs
chances of obtaining adequate federal funding to address
capability gaps throughout the entire state, thus achieving
a better prepared and safer Utah.

National Response Plan

National Incident Management System
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Utah is known for its wide-ranging recreational
opportunities, which are enjoyed by residents and
visitors alike.  Our majestic terrain beckons to millions
each year; consequently, we, as residents of Utah, are
the beneficiaries of the capital invested by these visitors.
As the custodians of our unique environment, we have
certain obligations to those who recreate here.  Our
state legislature has met those obligations by offering
supplemental monies to county governments throughout
Utah.  In particular, the cost of county search and
rescue operations has been buttressed by the state.  As
an elected county official, I sincerely appreciate our
stateÕs willingness to accept responsibility for a portion
of the cost of search and rescue operations.

In January of this year, an immense avalanche was
triggered near one of our award-winning resorts.
During my initial response to the avalanche site, I
received information that we could have as many as
fifteen fatalities.  This information compelled me to
order my emergency operations center (EOC) into
action.  In conjunction with the opening of my EOC,
I immediately solicited my fellow sheriffs for additional
search and rescue operators.  Every sheriff I contacted
responded by sending as many operators as he could
spare.  Along with my fellow sheriffs, the Utah
Department of Public
Safety sent personnel and
equipment.  Governor
Huntsman himself came to
observe the devastation and
congratulate the volunteers.

Thankfully, we had only
one confirmed fatality
associated with this
avalanche.  I believe,
however, that  we staged
the necessary infrastructure
to contend with a mass-
fatality incident.  Few
counties in Utah, if any,
could deploy enough
staffing or resources to
resolve an incident of this
magnitude.  For this reason,
we must be willing to help
when the Òbig oneÓ comes.
In the recent past, Summit
County has had the
unfortunate distinction of

being the solicitor of
services; we look
forward to returning the
favor to those entities
who have been so
gracious to us.

When it comes to
back-country activity,
there are a few things
we all need to
remember:

(1) Always call the Utah Avalanche Center
before you go,

(2) Never go alone,

(3) Always wear safety beacons,

(4) Be capable of self rescue,

(5) Always tell somebody where you are going
and when you are expected back.  Following
the aforementioned rules will not
automatically eliminate the possibility of
injury or death, but they sure decease the
likelihood of either.

Although theyÕre on the lookout
constantly for physical attack and burglary, theyÕre not as alert to frauds and con
gamesÑin reality, the greatest crime threat to seniorsÕ well-being and trust

BE ALERT WHEN OUT AND ABOUT
Want to conquer fear and prevent crime? Take these common-sense precautions.

¥ Go with friends or family, not alone.

¥ Carry your purse close to your body, not dangling by the straps. Put a wallet
in an inside coat or front pants pocket.

¥ DonÕt carry credit cards you donÕt need or large amounts of cash.

¥ Use direct deposit for Social Security and other regular checks.

¥ Whether youÕre a passenger or driver, keep car doors locked. Be particularly alert in parking lots and
garages, park near an entrance.

¥ Sit close to the driver or near the exit while riding the bus, train, or subway.

¥ If someone or something makes you uneasy, trust your instincts and leave.

MAKE YOUR HOME SAFE AND SECURE
¥ Install good locks on doors and windows.  Use them! DonÕt hide keys in mailboxes and planters or

under doormats.  Instead, leave an extra set of keys with a neighbor or friend.

¥ Ask for photo identification from service or delivery people before letting them in.  If you are the least
bit worried, call the company to verify.

¥ Be sure your street address number is large, clear of obstruction, and well lighted so police and other
emergency personnel can find your home quickly.

¥ Consider a home alarm system that provides emergency monitoring for burglary, fire, and medical
emergencies.

WATCH OUT FOR CON ARTISTS
¥ DonÕt fall for anything that sounds too good to be trueÑa free vacation; sweepstakes prizes; cures for

cancer and arthritis; a low-risk, high-yield investment scheme.

¥ Never give your credit card, phone card, Social Security, or bank account
number to anyone over the phone. ItÕs illegal for telemarketers to ask for
these numbers to verify a prize or gift.

¥ DonÕt let anyone rush you into signing anythingÑan insurance policy,
a sales agreement, a contract.  Read it carefully and have someone
you trust check it over.

¥ Beware of individuals claiming to represent companies,
consumer organizations, or government agencies that offer to
recover lost money from fraudulent telemarketers for a fee.

If youÕre suspicious, check it out with the Sheriffs Office,
the Better Business Bureau, or your local consumer protection
office. You can also call the National Consumers League Fraud
Information Center at 800-876-7060.

Tooele County Upgrades to WE9-1-1
Tooele County cell phone callers received an upgrade on December 7, 2004.
Thanks to Wireless Phase I dispatchers will now be able to hone in on the approximate
location of callers who need help but donÕt know where they are within the countyÕs
7,000 square miles.
Phase I requires that the calling partyÕs call-back number and the cell tower location
be delivered to the Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP).  The logic in support
of these requirements was the callerÕs number would be used to call back the
subscriber in the event the connection is lost with the PSAP, and the location of the receiving antenna would
provide a gross level of location information that would allow delivery of the   9-1-1 calls to the appropriate
PSAP.

Dispatch Supervisor, Lt. Regina Dekanich, is currently working with Qwest and area
wireless carriers on Wireless Phase II technology.  Phase II requires the wireless carrier
to provide more specific latitude and longitude information, known as Automatic
Location Identification (ALI) to the PSAP.  Phase II technology could be used on
any cell phone regardless of whether it has GPS or not.  Lt. Dekanich requested Phase
II service on December 27, 2004.  The FCC requires wireless carriers, within six
months of request by
a PSAP, to begin
providing more
precise location
information to the
PSAP.  The
information must

meet FCC accuracy standards Ð generally it
must be accurate to within 50-300 meters
(depending on the type of technology used).

ÒItÕs going to be a great boon to the citizens of Tooele County and to those passing through our county,Ó said
Tooele County Sheriff Frank Park.  He gave two examples of situations where the enhanced technology could
have benefited people in need during the last couple of years. The first situation involved a pilot who called
9-1-1 after crashing his plane somewhere in the Cedar Mountains. The other was of a burn victim who called
9-1-1 and tried to drive himself to the hospital.  Park said although both callers were eventually found, they
could have been found sooner with this new technology.

Rand Gamble, Lead Dispatcher, received a wireless 9-1-1 hang up at 0030 hours on February 6, 2005.  When
she called the calling partyÕs call-back number she reached a female that sounded upset.  Randi was able to
ascertain that the caller was involved in a domestic dispute, the location of the incident, and that the assailant
was still on scene.  In the past, this type of wireless call would have gone unanswered.

According to current estimates from the Cellular Telephone Industry Association, approximately 170 million
people subscribe to wireless service.  Recently, a CNN/USA Today/Gallop poll found that 18 percent of cellular
telephone subscribers consider them a main telephone.

Federal mandates say Wireless Enhanced 9-1-1 systems have to be in place nationwide
by the end of 2005.

Seven months ago a 13-cent tax was added to telephone taxes by the Utah Legislature
so WE9-1-1 could be implemented statewide. In 2006 the tax will shrink to 8-cents
and it should be phased out entirely by 2011.

Now, localized flooding in the
desert is also not unusual.
Especially given the fact that so
much moisture that had fallen in
the past few days.  But none of us
realized that almost every bit of
soil in Washington County had
become completely saturated and
now there was no place for the rain
and snow melt off to go except
into gullies, washes, creeks  and rivers.

Monday morning, January 10th I was called at home at
about 6:00 AM by Undersheriff Pete Kuhlmann advising me
that we had more flooding and that he wanted to activate our

county Emergency
Operations Center.  I
agreed and told him
that IÕd be down as
soon as I could.  I got
to the EOC at about
7:00 AM.  We had 3
or 4 people manning
phones but it was still
fairly quiet.

Then, as the
sun rose Monday
morning, no one

could believe what they were seeing.  The Santa Clara River
which normally flows at about 6 cubic feet per second this
time of year was flowing at over 4000 cfps.  ThatÕs correct,
4000 cfps and that was not at the high water mark yet.
The Virgin was also flowing at many times itÕs normal flow
but the problem area would be after the  point where the

Virgin and Santa Clara meet.  That would be in
the Bloomington area.  Area residents mobilized
to fill sandbags and do whatever needed to be
done.

The damn in Enterprise was now overflowing
and had residents of Enterprise City on pins and
needles.  This is a damn that had been there
longer than any but oldest residents could
remember and none had ever seen this much
water.

The town of Gunlock was cut off from the rest
of the county when the Santa Clara took out both
of their bridges isolating about 200 residents.

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As you are aware, most of Utah is
considered a desert.  We in Washington
County feel we are in even more of a desert.
 So this has been an unusual water year so
far.  Now water years are measured from
October 1st through September 30th of
any given year.  We are 7 to 9 years into a
major drought.

So beginning in October 2004, we
started to notice that this was typical of the
last few years.  Early in January 2005,  we
started to see more rain than most people
around here could remember.   Four or five
straight days of rain.   Over 10 inches of
water in some areas.
Then on Friday, January
7th, a cold front moved
in and we had snow
down into St. George
and Santa Clara.  At my
home in Santa Clara  we
had around 2 inches on
the ground. Now,
although snow is not
very common in Dixie,
  it does happen.

On Saturday the rain
continued and many people  noticed that
the temperature got much warmer.  All of
the lower elevation snow soon melted.

On Sunday, January 9th, the Santa Clara
River was on the rise and we had our first
reports of flooding.

The positive of this whole thing was the
response from our community and the whole
state of Utah for that matter.

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At 3:00 PM Monday afternoon the
Washington County Commission declared a State
of Emergency for all of Washington County.

 Over the next 5 days we watched as the Virgin
sent water rushing into the Bloomington area
and the Santa Clara changing its channel over
and over.

Large Cottonwood Trees that were probably
150 years old, which  lined the Santa Clara River,
tipped over and were sent floating downstream
only to find themselves creating new blockages
along the way.   These new blockages would
then divert the river flow in a different direction.

This caused nightmares for people who had
built homes several hundred feet away from the
existing Santa Clara River and well above the
100 year flood plane but suddenly found a raging
river just feet from the back door of their home.

Tuesday  found the high water mark on the
Santa Clara at around 2:00 PM in the afternoon
between 6000 and 7000 cfps.  On the Virgin it
went from a normal January stream flow of  100
cfps to about 17,000 cfps at its peak.

Volunteers filled thousands of sandbags.
Hundreds of volunteers assisted moving personal
effects and property out of homes that were
threatened by the encroaching river.

Altogether, we lost 22 homes into the Santa
Clara River and another 30 or so were rendered
uninhabitable.  One life was lost when a man
was swept away from his vehicle while
attempting to cross a water swollen creek that
was normally nothing more than a trickle.   In
the end the damage to all property is estimated
at over $200,000,000.00.

The positive of this whole thing was the
response from our community and the whole
state of Utah for that matter.  Over the years we
have been proud to brag to others about ÒThe
Spirit of DixieÓ.  But during this week in January
we saw ÒThe Spirit of Dixie Ò  at its best.

I have never been more proud of our citizens
than I was at that time.  Now, weÕre not through this yet.  As I write this article we still have close to a month
of winter left.  We also have well over 400% of normal in our snowpack on the Kolob area above Zion National
Park and on Cedar Mountain.  This will all drain down the Virgin River.   If we have a spring that gets too
warm too fast we will have more trouble.  So now we wait and see what happens.  But please donÕt forget us
in your thoughts and prayers.
